Staffing:

-Green Space provides a house manager for each performance rental package. 

-Artist must provide a Light/Sound person or stage manager for each night.

-Artist must provide street level door person.

-Artist must provide a box office manager. 

-You are encouraged to recruit volunteers or hire additional staff if you feel that you will need additional help.

Sets:

We must be informed of your needs before the show.  It is the artist’s responsibility to make outside arrangements for transporting their own set equipment to and from Green Space.  All load-in and load-out should happen within the rental package hours.  It other needs arise, please speak with a Green Space staff member.  

Strike:

All costumes, props and set pieces should be struck from the space DIRECTLY AFTER THE LAST PERFORMANCE.  If you anticipate some difficulty with this, please make special arrangements with Green Space prior to the performance.

Fire/Smoking:
Use of candles, cigarettes or any fire is STRICTLY PROHIBITED. Any exceptions to be made must be requested and approved well in advance to the technical director.
